The NEW OIL STORAGE TANK REGULATIONS

The Government has brought new regulations into force which applies to ALL oil
storage installations.

The regulations are designed to help prevent pollution and in particular to protect our
waterways.

Tanks must now be bunded in all commercial, industrial, agricultural and institutional
premises. i.e. factories, hospitals, schools, farms, hotels, churches and village halls.

Domestic oil tanks must be bunded if they have a capacity greater than 2500 litres OR
are classed as a significant risk.

An oil store is considered to be a "significant risk",
If the following apply,

e Tank within 10 metres of controlled water, is stream, river, lake, pond, ditch
etc

e Tank located where spillage could run into an open drain or to a loose fitting
manhole cover.

e Tank within 50 metres of a well, borehole or spring.

e Tank over hard ground or hard surfaced ground that could enable a spillage to
reach controlled water.

THIS IS A LEGAL REQUIREMENT AND FAILURE TO COMPLY MAY
RESULT IN A FINE UP TO £20,000 FROM THE ENVIRONMENT AGENCY,
PLUS ASSOCIATED CLEAN UP COSTS.
